Cryogenic temperature (< 50 K) . Deployable IR telescope w/ 6-m

telescope and instruments passively diameter segmented primary mirror
cooled by 5-layer sunshield
(MIRI actively cooled to 6.7 K)

Will be the most sensitive infrared

— Dual anonymous review

— Medium (25 <t< 75 hr)
— Large (> 75 hr)
